If you weigh 100 lbs, you don't want
to take a feeder that weighs 500 to 600 lbs.  You want a feeder around 350 to 450 lbs so you can control him.

Dairy Feeders birth date:  January 15th thru February 15 = 500 to 600 lbs

                                      After March 15th = 300 to 400 lbs.
